MAIN STREET DRAINS

It was agreed that following various concerns expressed by residents and an investigation by
Yorkshire Water contractors that the Clerk contact Yorkshire Water and express concern that
sewage had been found in the fresh water drain and ask Yorkshire Water for their proposed
action plan.

It was agreed that the current arrangements in the parish were satisfactory.
