Minutes previously circulated and these were accepted and signed as a correct record.

CLERK’S REPORT AND MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES

The Chairman’s report to the Parish Assembly had detailed the current kerbing works.

Clir Walker was progressing with the emergency plan.

RAF Linton on Ouse were still looking into a suitable item for the memorial and would let the
Council know as soon as one was available.

The working party had been formed to explore the idea of a path through the church to the
school. This was headed up by CllIr Newton and they were waiting to meet with the Police
and NYCC.

The Environment Agency had visited the site where there had been concern regarding the
burial of waste. It had found that the materials buried were permitted.

The litter pick had been held on the first Sunday in March and 15 bags of rubbish had been
collected.

Hambleton DC had informed the Council that in future all planning decisions would only be
sent via email.

The removal of the ivy from the trees in the avenue was to be dealt with by a member of the
public in consultation with the tenant.

The tree that had fallen onto the bridge had still not been removed by the riparian landowner
and the Clerk would now inform NYCC Highways.

Councillor Newton would arrange for the grass on the verge near the pond area to be cut,
maybe leaving a wildlife section uncut.

A letter was being drafted to the owner to obtain
these details and confirm that the pub was being sold on the open market.
